Privett and myself, Talitha Turbin. Though it did mean an early start, exiting the underground and finding
yourself in the heart of British democracy, beneath the ominous yet grand shadow of Big Ben, rapidly
removed any animosity felt. After the effort that was security, and some rather embarrassing photography
(see college website) we ventured into the Houses of Parliament. The scale of it all initially does seem rather
intimidating, but one does become acclimatised to the Neo-Gothic architecture eventually. In comparison to
the rest of the building, the room in which we spoke to and questioned Richard Bacon seemed almost homely
with netted curtains and wooden chairs. The questions posed to Richard Bacon were as diverse as the recent
expenses scandal and an unfortunate bill of over £5000 for taxis that loomed over his name, to the workload
of newly qualified medical students, and available help for people with disabilities. His responses and
performance left a great impression on the group, his tactics have inspired us hugely, as has the privilege of
being able to watch a debate in the House of Commons, we all found the trip very beneficial, educational and
thought-provoking.

SUCCESSFULLY GOING GLOBAL! PRIME MINISTER’'S GLOBAL FELLOWSHIP AND PRICE
WATERHOUSE COOPERS PLACEMENT

Many congratulations must go to two of our Year 13 girls who have just gained very prestigious international
placements.

Friends Kathyrn Parker and Clara Fong have recently heard that they have both been successful in their
applications to spend time in China. Kathryn is one of only one hundred school leavers nationally to become
a member of the Prime Minister's Global Fellowship, a fully funded programme initiated last year by Gordon
Brown to allow young people to spend six weeks in either China, Brazil or India working in schools, staying
with a host family and undertaking a research project within a global business in the country. On her return,
Kathryn will hopefully have the chance to meet Mr Brown to report back her findings before pursuing her
university career.

Meanwhile, as previously reported, Clara is also planning a separate trip to Shanghai as she was the only
student in Norfolk to be awarded an internship in accountants Price Waterhouse Coopers’ Shanghai office.
Clara will head out to China in the Autumn term where she will follow a Mandarin Chinese course organised
by the British Council whilst she also teaches English to students in our Shanghai partner school, Nanyang
High. In the New Year, she will take up a three month placement with PWC for the rest of her very special

gap year.

We wish both students every success for their time in China and their future studies and look forward to
hearing about their experiences.
